Connections to the Mains

Your linker operates from an AC malins supply of 220/240 volts,
IMPORTAMNT — the wires in the mains lead are coloured according to
the tollowing code, blue — neutral, brown — live. If the mains plug
contains a fuse, the value of this fuse should nat exceed 5 amp.

For USAMCANADA o 110115 vall mater is fitled,
Disconnect from the malns when not in use.

[6) Thraading of the Linker

Flace the cone of yarn over the rad (A). Take the yain over the guide
(B), rounc behween the discs (C), through the guids wire (D), through
the lension take-up spring [E). then. using the fhreader supplied,
thread the yarn through the hole In the needle bar square (F) and
then thraugh the eye of the needle [G)] from the red slde of the need s
Bar. Mow turn the handle to make sure the neadle is tully out.

[7) How te star Linking

To join seams, you push the edge to be joined evenly onto
the point ring (H), the first piece with its right side lacing you,
then ihe second plece with the wrong side facing you an to
the same points,

To link tagether turn the polnt ring (H) (claockwise only), so
that the first point full of seam is opposite the linker needle,
[making sure the needle |5 fully out othenwise the needle
may be broken), Hold the end of the threaded yarn and
turn the linkers handle (1) clockwise. The linkers paint ring
will rotate point by point linking the pleces togeather.

DZBOE Electrle only. Once storfed laf go of the handle and
press foot padal.

i you have o long seam, “pull off" the linked seam from the
point ring to make room tar more seam to be placed an,
When you have completed the seam continue on a liftle,
and then cut across chain. Alternatively, continue on 1o the
next sadam 1 e linked leaving a space of no more than
two inches (Scm), or start and finish on waste wark, thus
saving time re-threading the needls.

I is best to block and press your wark carefully befora
linking, this makes it easier to get the very edge stitch on
the point ring, and makes the seam nealer and less bulky.

The tension can be altered by moving the knurled nut (),
turn clockwise for tighter stiteh or anti-clockwise for loosar
stiteh.

Maotor Release Screw D2B0E Elecirlc only

The maotor release screw (k) must always ba fight [cleckwise)
when the linker is running, it is only releasad i?lhe handle (1)
is needed 1o be turned anti-clockwise because of an
aperafional mistake, broken needle, etc, To release motor
turn screw (k] anfi-clockwize 5 full turns, the handle () can
then be lurned in either direction. Re-lighten screw (K]
before using the linker again,
